*Approximately 15 minutes in length
Data collection between December 27t and 30t

*Total number of completed surveys is 816
—Margin of error = +/- 3.46%, 19 times out of 20

*Results reflect city population by age, gender, and region

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Key Findings (1)

Many residents engaged, following the issues
—86% of residents following very or fairly closely

—The scheduling issue is widely seen as the main point of contention

*Many residents directly impacted

—31% very significantly affected, another 39% significantly affected

*Most residents supportive of the City’s position
—63% strongly or moderately support city’s position

—14% strongly or moderately support union position

*Mixed impressions on how well the City is handling the situation overall

—But very poor impressions on how well the union is handling the situation
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Key Findings (2)

» Support for the city’s offer grows as they hear more about it
—89% believe that the city’s offer as a whole is reasonable, 7% say it is unreasonable

—On key elements of the package, between 64 and 84% believe city’s offer more reasonable than the
union’s offer

* At this point, a broadly held belief that the City should hold its ground, even if the
strike takes more time

—This sentiment may change, but the data suggests resilience among residents
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
